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Living Into Lent

As we move closer to the
beginning of Lent my thoughts
have turned to the charge to the
congregation that the presiding
priest gives on Ash Wedneglay.
The part that struck me most
deeply is this:
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| invite you, therefore, in the name of the
Church, to the observance of a holy Lent, by
self-examination and repentance; by
prayer, fasting, and self -denial; and by
reading and meditating on God's holy Wo rd.
And, to make a right beginning of
repentance, and as a mark of our mortal
nature, let us now kneel before the Lord,
our maker and redeemer .

What does it mean to
Some of us may have observed this season
and never really thought about that question
very much. Well, it is not too late to learn
and live into the Lenten experience!

The observance of Lent is certainly more
than changing the liturgical color to purple

or starting the lit urgy with the Penitential

Order. There are other nuances of Lent in
the Eucharistdno Alleluia or Gloria, changing
the Eucharistic Prayer and of course, no
flowers. All of these things help provide a

context for Lent, but they
season holy, just different. Whether Lent is

holy or not reall y depends on what we
decide to do with it.

Thatds right, only vyou
holy. It does not happen by accident even
though there is always room to be surprised

by God. Lent becomes holy as each of us
opens our heart to God on an intentional
bass. That means being deliberate in
incorporating spiritual disciplines into our

lives and creating more space in our lives in
order to experience God in redeeming,
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refreshing, and renewing ways. Sounds good,
right? But what does it really mean to
practice spiritual discipline?

There are a number of different things you
can do to create a holy season for yourself.
You might try making an appointment with
God at the beginning of the day and another
before you go to bed. Schedule 15-30
minutes, and find a quie t place in your home
and settle in. Begin your appointment with
God with a confession,
running through the General Confession in
the Book of Common Prayer. Take a few
minutes to examine your conscience. How
have you hurt or neglected others? Have you
told a lie, broken a commitment, been
impatient with someone? Have you been
unkind to yourself by eating poorly, not
exercising, or not getting enough rest? Hold
these thoughts lightly, look for ways to
amend your life and then say the Con fession
ahho I e 1Liege r?0t el y
Spend the remainder of your time sitting in
silence, asking God to direct your life for
the next 24 hours. You may also find
engaging in spiritual reading or journaling to
be helpful to your spiritual pract ice.

Another approach is to identify what creates
tension or distractions in your relationship
with God and other relationships entrusted

to you. These might be called
dcoattachmentso that get
faithfulness. Holiness can really be

forgiven, but keep the focus on forgiving.
This is a good time to reach out to
relationships that have become strained or
broken. Too often we let those go_ by for
yéal Wlthoﬁl%lcgﬁn% anythihy ® helb mdR&it
right. We can dismiss them as unimportant
or too late, but in truth they are a part of
the stuff we carry on our journey, and that
stuff often gets in the way of our living in
the fullness of Godds
us.



A holy Lent can also be experienced by
extending ourselves to know God more
deeply through study. The Lenten Sunday
Book Club and Wednesday Bible Study are
intended to help that process, but the study
al one wonot ma k e it
together should include sharing experiences
with others in our grou p who are also
seeking to keep a holy Lent. This provides
validation and expansion of our experiences
of God and each other.

To say that a holy Lent requires
participation in the Eucharist goes without
saying. The Eucharist is central to our
experience as Godds
attending the Wednesday noon Eucharist in
addition to Sunday service if you are able. If
you are at work or out of town, find a
church near you (Episcopal or otherwise)
that offers weekday worship of some kind.
The challenge is in making a commitment
and being intentional, but the effort will
bless and form you.

If you need any assistance in creating a
schedule of intentional practices so that you
can live into the charge to keep a holy Lent,
